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CONCLUSIOI{

The above analysis indicates that overall socio-economic status of

population in the village is not very good. 67% of total sample

population's monthly income is below Rs. 5000 and only 6Yo's is above

Rs. 10000. The lower income groups of people mainly engaged in

agricultural fields and in other places as day labour. Most of them are

still not getting many facilities like pakka houses, personal vehicles.

Electricity is available for everyone but they are not having regular

supply. Water supply is available but lacks clean water. Cleanliness of

the village is not good, pile of garbage and dung can be seen here and

there, this result is spread of diseases. Most of the family members are

literate but no. of graduates is very low. Most of the families are

dependent on agriculture as a source of income. So we can conclude that

socio-economic status and quality of life of oraons of Beltoli is not very

good. There is room for improvement.
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
