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CONCLUSION

This type of field trip enriches students' knowledge by providing
firsthand experiences. It transforms their thought patterns and
encourages them to view historical places not merely as tourists but
as researchers. Such experiences develop students’' minds and
thoughts, fostering a deeper understanding of history and culture.
The trip was a rewarding and enriching experience for all, leaving a

lasting impact on the students' academic and personal development.
